Chennai: India’s fourth largest city, an historic port serving the 
silk and spice. At times ruled by the Dutch, French and British. 
Sights include, Fort St. George built in 1653, St. Mary’s Anglican 
Church built 1680,.  
Kanchipuran: Jalakanteshawa Temple built around 1566 contains  
beautiful sculptures. Also a centre for silk weaving.  
Mammallapuram: 50 km. South of Chennai, this ocean side 
town was once a major centre of the Pallava kings who ruled from 
the 5th to 8th centuries. Stone carvings from this period still dot 
the town; it is also famous for its beachside Shore Temple.  
Pondicherry: A former French Colony ceded back to India in the 
1950’s. There are still some fine examples of French colonial ar-
chitecture and the police have kept their colonial uniforms; mak-
ing “Pondy” a unique and interesting city.  
Madurai: An ancient city of 1.9 million, Madurai has long been a 
main spiritual, cultural and commercial centre of Tamil Nadu. Its 
famous and colourful Meenakash Temple attracts thousands of 
worshippers from the four corners of the world. 
Periyer: The wildlife sanctuary, India’s most popular covers 777 
sq. miles and contains a 26 sq. mile lake and is home to bison, 
antelope, boar, elephant and 36 tigers.  
Kumarakom:The leisurely houseboat (Converted rice barges) 
journey through the backwaters and canals of Kerala is regarded 
as a highlight of any visit to Southern India.  
Allepy: Pleasant market town dissected by coconut tree lined 
canals serves as the terminus of our boat trip.  
Ooty: Correct name Udhagamandalam! At an altitude of 
2240mOoty was established by the British as the summer capital 
of Madras (Now Chennai). Charming small town; the winding 
lanes containing garden fronted stone cottages are more reminis-
cent of southern England than India...rather surreal.  
Mudumalai: The nature reserve covers 321sq. Km. And is part 
of the greater (3000 sq.km) Nilgiri Biosphere Reserve. Spotted 
deer, gaur, boar, crocodiles and sloth bears are common; panthers 
and tigers less so. There are also 700 wild elephants and many 
domesticated elephants engaged in eco-logging.  
Mysore: Seat of the maharajas who ruled this area, their palace is 
a must see. Known for its silk, sandlewood and incense, Mysore is 
clean, culturally diverse city popular with visitors. 
Bangalore: A bustling city which is a microcosm of modern India; 
modern malls, lush parks, glittering nightlife alongside poverty 
ridden slums. 
Mumbai: The heart of India’s economic “miracle” and home to  
bollywood’s thriving movie industry, also has interesting colonial 
architecture. Elephant Island is close by and contains fascinating 
rock-cut temples dating back to 400 AD.  
 Aurangabad: A World Heritage site and our base for visiting the 
famed Ellora and Ajanta caves. Between AD 600 and 1000, Bud-
dhist and Hindu monarchs, monks, priests and  
worshippers carved magnificent temples and monasteries into the 
rock escarpments. Many are adorned with carvings and giant fres-
coes.  

Periyer Nature Reserve: 
Most people travel to Periyer in the hope of see-

ing Tigers; however, the population is down to 

about forty and unfortunately, poaching still 

continues to be a problem. Also, tigers are semi 

nocturnal and so well camouflaged, that sightings 

are quite rare. Having said that, a visit is still 

very rewarding, animals which are much more 

plentiful include: Bison, wild boar, antelopes, 

barking deer, langur, various species of monkeys, 

many species of exotic birds and a large popula-

tion of wild elephants.  

 The large lake, dense forest and jungle 

scenery are also worth seeing. And who knows, 

you may be lucky enough to see a tiger!
